From there we will go on CA-124 and CA-88 to the little town
of Lockeford, famous for its sausage factory.

We journey through Lockeford and over to Woodbridge, where we will have
lunch at the old saloon Woodbridge Crossing. Cost of the lunch will be around
$15.00 per person, cash preferred. The owner is on summer vacation now but
we will send out the menu choices in the next week, to the 12 couples who
sign up for the trip.

After lunch we will travel a short distance to a beautiful winery owned by the
Van Ruiten Family on Highway 12. We will have a private tasting of around
eight wines, with the winemaker on hand to explain the wines. The cost of the
tasting is $15.00 per person but the fee will be waived with the purchase of a
bottle of wine.

After Van Ruiten you are free to go tasting at one or more of the 85 wineries in
the Lodi area, and return home on your own. The Michael David Winery is
just a short distance away on Highway 12. We also enjoyed the beautiful
Berghold Estate winery, the interesting Klinker Brick winery and the small and
intimate d’Art Winery, all of which are just a few miles away.

We will give each couple a very informative guide to the Lodi Wine Country
before we start the trip.
